FURTHER, IT stated that it can
remove the objectionable con-
tent from Indiabutit maynotbe
possible todo the same globally.

The division bench did not
staythe orderbutissued notices
to the Centre, Delhi govern-
ment,Internet Service Providers
Association of India, Facebook,
the pornographic site and the
woman, on whose plea the sin-
glejudge'srulinghad come,and
sought their responses to
Google's plea by July 25.

The complaint of the
woman was that her pictures
from Facebook and Instagram
were taken by offenders, mor-
phed and posted on certain
pornographic sites.

In its appeal, Google said,
“The impugned judgment fur-
ther casts onerous and impossi-
ble obligations on the search
engine to proactively identify
and remove the offending con-
tent from listed search results,
concerned webpages,sub-pages
and sub-directories where the
offending contentisfound...the
single judge has failed toappre-
ciatethat thefact thattheindex
of such search results on search
engine is from diverse third-
party websites which may have
legitimate content. Hence, for
the purpose of removal of the
content, context is critical to
understand the differences
between content that may oth-
erwise look very similar”.

It went on to say, “The
impugned direction is impossi-
bleforasearch engine to comply
with given its automated and
passive functioning. It also vio-
lates the settled principles that
no proactive monitoring can be
directedasithasachillingeffect
onfreespeechand mayresultin
over-blocking of even content
thatis otherwise legitimate.”

Senior counsel Harish Salve,
arguing on behalf of Google,
said that justice Anup Jairam
Bhambhani’s (single judge)
orderhad“mischaracterised”its
search engineasa“social media
intermediary” or “significant
social media intermediary” as
provided under thenewITrules.

“Additionally, the single
judgehas conflated various sec-
tions of the IT Act and separate
rules prescribed thereunder,
and has passed template orders
combiningall such offencesand
provisions,which is bad in law;,’
Google said in its appeal.

Googletold the court that it
is “merely an aggregator” and
that the IT Rules 2021 define
social media intermediaries as
platforms that enable online
interaction or allows for the
creation and uploading of con-
tent.“Google is an intermedi-
ary,notasocial media interme-
diary,” it said, while seeking
protectionagainstany coercive
action for non-compliance
with the template or guidelines
laid down by the single judge.

Salve also argued that
Googlewasnot fightingagainst
the victim in this case,and was
rather trying to protect itself
from being held guilty of violat-
ing court orders in countries
where the Delhi court jurisdic-
tion did not apply.

Considering Google's search
engine to be an intermediary,
the single judge's order has said
that it must “endeavour to
employ pro-active monitoring
by using automated tools, to
identify and remove or disable
access to any content which is
exactly identical to the offend-
ing content that is the subject
matter of the court order”.

The single-judge order has
alsodirected the police toensure
the offending content was
removed and directions were
alsoissuedtosearch engineslike
Google,Yahooand Bing“toglob-
ally de-index and de-reference”
the offending content from
their search results.

ANDWHYTHE same could not
be utilised forvaccinating per-
sons in the 18-44 age group,
the Bench said, while noting
that the second wave of the
pandemic affected many peo-
pleinthe 18-44 age group.

This is especially at
issue because the experience of
the second wave of the pan-
demic has provided experien-
tiallearning that the Covid-19
virus is capable of mutation
and now poses a threat to per-
sons in this age group (18-44)
aswell,” the court observed.
The top courtalsoasked the
Centre to submit update on
steps taken to ensure drug
availability for mucormycosis.
